The city will continue its successful efforts to build capacity and develop institutional structure. These include
fostering and maintaining the cityds existing pa
citybscpbbusing authoritydés goals and needs.

Community Development Advisory Committee (CDAC)- The CDAC, a citizen committee appointed by the
Mayor and City Council to oversee the annual grant application process, provides valuable citizen participatic
in the CDBG, ESG and HOME funding process. The CDAC conducts public hearings, reviews funding
requests, and makes recommendations to the Council on resource allocation. Their dedicated efforts ensure
community needs are identified, carefully considered, @operly addressed.

Glendale University - Glendale University is an innovative program, which allows citizens to become more
familiar with local municipal government. Staff members present classes from all city departments. Citizens
learn about locgbolicies and procedures related to city services such as budgeting, neighborhood revitalizatio
Community Policing, planning, decisignaking and all topics related to the operation of a municipal
government. Since the city began this program in 199@re than 571 residents have graduated from this
education program.

Intergovernmental Coordination - Glendale coordinates CDBG and HOME funded public improvement
projects with numerous city departments. Projects are coordinated through agreementsawiitredepsuch
as Engineering, Public Safety, Parks and Recreation, Community Partnerships, Building Safety and the
Community Action Program.

Maricopa County HOME Consortium - One of the greatest coordinated efforts to enhance community
development and pvide affordable housing is the Maricopa HOME Consortium. All Consortium members are
entitlement jurisdictions receiving CDBG and HOME funds. The efforts of the HOME Consortium (Maricopa
County and the cities of Avondale, Chandler, Glendale, Mesa, Pecoidsdale, Surprise, Tempe, and the

Town of Gilbert), have been combined to produce coordinated projects on a regionaPsojaiet

coordination has also extended into other areas of intergovernmental cooperation at the federal, state and loc
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levels;with substantial interaction occurring between the HOME Consortium and designated Community
Housing Devel opment Or g-profitsubaecipiemts.s ( CHDOG6s) and n

Neighborhood Assistance Team (NAT) - Glendale created the NAT in order to improve intergovernmental
communication and coordination in the delivery of neighborhood-related goods and services. The team is comprised of
representatives from all city departments having an involvement with neighborhood revitalization programs and projects.

The team meets monthly, exchanges information on city activities, coordinates activities, presents ideas and trains
participants on community involvement. It is currently developing a Geographic Information System (GIS) for use by
residents and city staff. The first phase of the Neighborhood Information page has been rolled out; and the initial
comments are very supportive.

Glendale Police Community Action Teams - The Community Action Teams (CAT) were created in 1994. Currently

there are several CATs that consist of one police officer and one civilian crime prevention specialist. These teams serve
as problem solvers that utilize team building and community resources to solve neighborhood and business problems.

1. The City of Glendale has been allocated federal funds through the Maricopa HOME Consortium of which
Glendale is a member. In addition to the eligible activities described in § 92.205, the city uses a portion of
the HOME funds to cover applicable adwstration costs to run the program.

2. As a member of the Consortium, a standard policy outlining the Recapture/Resale provisions has been
adopted. A house purchased using HOME or ADDI Funds for down payment or other eligible assistance
that is sold duringhe period of affordability will be subject to the selected provisions, and will be secured
with properly recorded instruments. This policy is consistent with HUD regulation 24 CFR 92.254. All
income received from HOME funded activities, such as fuadaptured because housing no longer meets
affordability requirements, shall be considered program income and subject to the program income
requirements set forth in HOME Program regulations.

3. The ADDI Program has no provisions that allow for debt refiaa®zured by multifamily housing. The
program is a firstime homebuyer program targeting to law moderatencome citizens purchasing a
singlefamily residence. The current emphasis is to utilize private opnaiit lenders.

a . The citydés ADDI program was developed to in
income homebuyers within the City of Glendale. By providing financial incentives tairfiest
homebuyers, the city intends to investir@ d al edés nei ghbor hoods, and

our revitalization efforts.

ADDI provides deferred loans to eligible fitsne homebuyers who wish to purchase their primary
residence, as an owneccupant within the incorporated boundaries efchy. These loans can be used
for down payment assistance, prepaid expenses, reasonable closing costs, etc.

b. The city uses a comprehensive marketing strategy that includes brochures, television advertisement o
the city network, neighborhood meetisggnage, door hangers, and other methods. The division is
