5-Day and 3-Day Program
Typical daily schedules will be available, although staff may include additional creative events and 
activities.  Children will be split up into age-appropriate groups.  Everyone in the program, including 
staff, will eat lunch together.  If you would like to pick up your child early, please notify staff when 
dropping off your child in the morning.  The only activity that does not take place inside the Foothills 
Recreation & Aquatics Center may be an occasional early morning hike to the nearby Foothills Park.  

Progressive discipline will be used to provide the most positive program experience for all participants. 
If basic steps such as verbal redirection or time out are not correcting the situation, parents will be 
contacted. Any situation deemed serious will include immediate communication with the parent/guardian 
and may include program suspension. 

Attention: Foothills 360 is a “supervised drop-in” program.
 
A $5 LATE FEE will be assesed for every 15 minutes past 6p.m. for late pick-ups 
(ex. 6 - 6:15p.m.= $5; 6:15 - 6:30p.m.= $5) 

PLEASE NOTE:  Registration for the upcoming week must be completed by the preceding 
Thursday, by 9:30 p.m., to assure proper staffing and supplies.  A $5 late fee will be assessed 
if not registered before the close of the business day on Thursday.
