About the contest

Glendale residents live a green lifestyle

(e.g. conserving water and energy, gardening,
composting, recycling, using alternative modes of
transportation, etc.) in an artistic manner.

Who will judge the contest?

Finalists will have their photographs displayed during the Glendale Green
Festival on March 31, 2012 from Noon to 4 p.m. in the auditorium hall-
way of the Glendale Main Library (5959 West Brown Street). Glendale
Green Festival attendees will have a chance to vote for their favorite
photograph. Winners will be notified in April 2012.

What are the prizes?

The top three finalists will receive a green-living package valued at over
$100 and have their photographs displayed on the city of Glendale’s
green website — www.glendaleaz.com/green. All prizes are final and non
-negotiable.

Contest Guidelines

Who can enter?

An amateur photographer 13 years of age and older that is also a
Glendale resident.

Must be original, unpublished work

Entries must be composed of original, authentic, unpublished material
and must be the sole property of the entrant, not previously submitted
to any other contest. Published material includes that which has been
posted on the world Wide Web. This includes, but is not limited to Face
book, or any other social network website where photos have been
posted and shared.

What is the subject of the photograph?
If you wanted to show how Glendale residents live a green lifestyle, what
image would best illustrate this in an artistic manner?



What are the submission rules? @'/

1. The photograph contest is limited to one submission per entrant.

2. The photograph will be representative of the theme, “My Green Glendale.”

3. Photographs that include vulgarity, gratuitous violence, or material considered offensive to
any religious or ethnic groups, gender, physically or mentally challenged persons or other
social groups will be disqualified.

4. The photographer must be 13 years of age or older and a Glendale resident.

5. The photograph must include a title and a brief one-to-two sentence caption explaining
your entry.

6. Photographs must be in digital format. Only online entries will be eligible. No print or film
submissions will be accepted for entry into this Contest. All digital files must be 5 mega-
bytes or smaller, must be in JPEG or JPG format, and must be at least 1,600 pixels wide (if a
horizontal image) or 1,600 pixels tall (if a vertical image).

7. Deadline for entries is 5 p.m., Monday, March 17, 2012.

8. City of Glendale employees and children of city of Glendale employees are not eligible.

9. Winners will be notified in April 2012.

10. Photographs will not be returned.

11. Failure to follow the above rules will result in disqualification.
