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JULIO SANCET HOUSE
Built circa 1919, this was home to Julio Sancet, a local rancher, from 1919 through the 1930s. This well

detailed, modest bungalowepresents the type of development taking place in tméd 1920sand
contributes to the predominant bungalow character of t@atlin Court Historicibtrict.

Thishomewas aiginally bult as aparsonagefor Reverend /. Northrupand nowhouses thedHealthy
Baby, Happy Earthboutique. Built in 1919, it represents early #0century development and is one of
the best Craftsman style bungalows in the Catlin Cddigtoric District.lt became known as the
Butterfly House after a large swarm of butterflies came into the garden after the death of a family
member.This home is on the National Register of Historic Homes.

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THUNDERBIRBELD ANDOWER

Thunderbid Tower, located at the Thunderbird School of Global Management at the southeast corner

of 59" Avenue and Greenway Raasd alandmarkof local and national significance. This fac#igyved

as the control tower for Thunderbird Field, which was constructed as a training facility for World War Il
pilots. Artist Millard Sheets designed the site in the form of the mythical Anasazi Thunderbird, with the
control tower as the head of the birdhe administration buildings and barracks as the body, the hangars
as wings, and the gardens as the feathered tail.
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The facility eventually trained 10,000 pilots from over 30 nations prior to its deactivation in June 1945.
The facility was subsequently developed as a school to educate future leaders for global business
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
